This project familiarizes the student with the preparation of preparing various surfaces for painting :stretching canvas, preparing panels. Part 2 of the project introduces the color mixing with oil paints.

Part 1

Materials needed:

· One yard of unprimed canvas

· Heavy duty staple gun and ¼ inch staples

· One quart of acrylic white primer

· Two pairs of lightweight stretcher bars 16 x 20 or 18 x 24 inches, or 24 x 30

· One ¼ inch plywood panel  (good one side) 16 x 20 or 18 x 24 inches* you may buy commercially made (unprimed panel from art store).

· Fine  sandpaper

Preparing surfaces

Surfaces to consider:

1. Canvas

2. Plywood (panel)

· Stretch the canvas & prime with gesso (3 coats sand each between dried coat)

· Prime the wooden panel  (same as above)
