· COLOR NOTES
· Hue- The name given to a color (to describe its location on the color spectrum based upon its wavelength).

· Subtractive color- color seen in pigment as the result of reflected light.  Subtractive color primaries are red, yellow, and blue, and, when they are combined, they produce a dark tone that approaches black.

· Grayscale-a graduated representation of the value continuum broken down into a finite number of steps, usually ten, eleven, or twelve achromatic grays.

· Primary Triad- theoretically all other colors can be mixed from it. Red , Yellow, and blue, which are equidistant from each other on the color wheel.

· Complementary colors (hues)- Hues that lie directly opposite each other on the color wheel.

· Secondary Triad- orange, green, and violet.  They are called secondary because each can be made by combining two primaries: green= yellow + blue, etc.

· Tertiary colors- also called intermediate colors: yellow- orange, yellow-green, red-violet, red-orange, blue-green, and blue-violet.  Each combines a primary color with a secondary color.

· Shade- the result of mixing a color with black.

· Tint – The result of mixing a color with white.

· Tone- Made by mixing gray (either chromatic or achromatic0 with a color.  Tone can also have a more general meaning.  The term is sometimes applied to all colors achieved by admixture including tints and shades.

· Value- The relative quality of lightness or darkness in a color. (The only non-color structural aspect visible in a black and white photograph.

· Intensity- also called saturation or chroma, - it refers to the relative purity of hue present in a color.  A high intensity or highly saturated color vividly shows a strong presence of hue: conversely, low saturation refers to a weak hue presence.
