Assignment:
· Select a landscape, a still life, and a figure (s) from the paintings of three different artists at either Yale Art Galleries or Yale British Center for Art.

· Make a painting combining the landscape, still life, figure (s) from the artists selected.

· The painting should have a interior with a figure, a still life, and in the distance, a landscape. 
· Compose the painting from an inside point of view – looking inside at a gathering and outside at a landscape. Observing an interior with a person (s).  Remember that the objects selected for your painting are from the paintings of  3 different master artists.

· Focus:  Composition

· The painting can be of any size, either on panel or canvas.  If on canvas it must be stretched prior to completion.

· Drawings, sketches, on site and from photos will be included in this project.

· A one (1) page report about the artist(s) selected & “Thumbnail Sketches” will accompany this project & will be due at our critique.
